Should special dispensation be required, it is the responsibility of the participants to inform St Mary’s Hospice of such requirements. 
Registration 
Participants must secure a place online with the correct non-refundable registration fee of £50.00. In addition participants must pledge to raise a minimum of £750 in sponsorship money in aid of St Mary’s Hospice.  All funds donated or raised in sponsorship will go toward patient care provision. 
1. The minimum age to take part is 14 years old. Anyone under the age of 16 must be accompanied by a participating parent or guardian.
